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Introduction

Sermon on the mount is the centre of teaching by Lord Jesus. It contains all His teaching that must be obeyed by His followers. By obeying the teaching His followers would be made perfect and qualified to enter the kingdom of God. To enter the Kingdom of God the most important thing is to have a pure heart. Without understanding Sermon on the mount our Christian faith will have no foundation.
Perfection is so important for us to be qualified for going to heaven. This world is for us to get trained. Sermon on the mount will make our life on earth like in heaven as it is written in The Lord’s Prayer (Matthew 6:10).
If we study it carefully we will discover after Sermon on the mount Jesus did His healing ministry. This shows that there is power in the teaching in Sermon on the mount. Sermon on the mount will cleanse our heart and will make us conscious of our lives before we disobey God’s will. Our faith will heal us when we are conscious our sin. 

If we want to be children of God, we must understand Sermon on the mount. We will do God’s will accurately and not influence by others in doing things contrary to His will. 
 

Sermon on the mount
Matthews Chapter 5 –7
Sermon on the mount is the core teaching of Jesus. If we study it carefully we will find that it is divided into 3 sections.
1.       Model of Kingdom of Heaven (Mat 5 : 1 – 16)
2.       Command and Rules (Mat  5 : 17 – 48)
3.       Character (Mat 6 – Mat 7)
1st section
Model of Kingdom of Heaven
This model has things that are happening now and if we understand and obey the teaching accurately we will have happiness. Our problems can be solved easily. Let us take note of the 9 teaching from the verses. 
1)    5:3 "Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven”

This verse does not mean that God wants us to be poor. Poor in spirit means we must give thanks to God for whatever He has given to us. An example is when a poor person gets something he will be thankful. A rich person will not appreciate if he receives the same thing because he has much better things.
Another example is when people have no partners. They will search and pray to God for partners. When they have partners they do not appreciate them. Instead, they start hating their partners.
It is the same when they don’t have kids. They will pray to God to give them kids. When God answers their prayers and gives them kids, they will start abusing their kids. These are people who are rich in spirit. These people will never have the kingdom of heaven. Kingdom of heaven is peaceful because Jesus is the Prince of Peace.
Rich in spirit will have no peace. The couple will hate each other. Their kids will always pray for them to die as soon as possible. This world will be like hell and when they die they will go to hell.
Kingdom of heaven is peaceful because Jesus is the Prince of Peace.
 2)       5 : 4 “Blessed are those who mourn, for they will be comforted”
This verse shows that God teaches us not to mourn. As believers, we do not need to mourn because God is with us. We mourn in order to be shaped. Mourning is to shape us into perfection. Sometime we feel disappointed but we have to believe it is for our happiness. Without shaping by God we will never be perfect.
Steel that is not shaped is just a piece of material. When steel is shaped by heating and beating it is transformed into the shape of a car the owner will love the car.
It is the same for us when we are shaped into perfection, God will love us. 

 3)       5 : 5 “Blessed are the meek, for they will inherit the earth”
This means in order to inherit the earth we have to be meek. World leaders   are meek and not rough. We will never find leaders fighting in the street.
The world says that the strong will inherit the world but strong people are found in wrestling programs. Here we can find the truth about this verse.
4)       5 : 6  “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they will be filled”                 
Before Jesus came to earth and if we want to find righteousness we                                                                will never find it. No one was able to teach us. From whom can we find the truth?
We cannot learn from Adam because Adam had broken the law by eating the forbidden fruit. (Exodus 3:1-24)
We can learn from Noah but Noah was not perfect either. We learn from the story that after Noah was safe from the flood he went into the wine yard and drank wine until he was drunk. He slept nude. When his son brought his siblings to show Noah sleeping in nude, Noah woke up and he cursed Ham. (Exodus 9:21-28)
If we try to learn from Moses we will find that Moses had killed someone and he ran away to Palastine. (Deutronomy 2 : 11 – 12)  
 

5)  5 : 7 “Blessed are the merciful, for they will be shown mercy”
This verse means to be rich is not by being stingy but by being merciful. The proof can be seen in the owner of KFC (Kentucky Fried Chicken). He was an ex-army and was not smart to do business. Today he has a successful business in the world. One thing that he did in business was he always gave donation to help the handicap and poor. This show that he followed the teaching of the gospel that is to be the merciful. He gave 90% from his income as tithe.
From the human point of view, he is supposed to be poor by doing that. From here we can see that God word is more accurate than human calculation.
  6)       5 : 8 “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they will see God”
This verse means that to see God we must have a pure heart and not enough being a Christian. We must be pure in heart. Pure in heart Christians are Christians that obey Jesus especially the teaching from Sermon on the mount. Actually heaven is a holy place. If all Christians without pure in heart can enter there the place would not be safe and has no peace. So it is important to have pure in heart for us to go to heaven. Otherwise we should go to hell.
7)       5 – 9  “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they will be called sons of God”
This verse means to be called the son of God we must be a peacemaker. It is not enough just to be a Christian. If we hate and judge other churches, we are bringing destruction to our church. If that is what we are doing, we are not the sons of God even we are church members. To be sons of God we must bring peace and love for others.
8)       5 – 10  “Blessed are those who are persecuted because of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven”
This verse tells us that by being righteous we can be persecuted. Logically, we think that by being righteous peoples will love us. From this verse we should know that when we are persecuted because of righteousness, we should not be disappointed. Our Lord was persecuted even though he did no wrong. From this verse we should not be disappointed when we are persecuted because of righteousness.

9)       5-11 "Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil against you because of me”
 5-12 “Rejoice and be glad, because great is your reward in heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before you”
 The meaning of this verse is almost the same ad the previous verse. So when we share the truth about Jesus we should not be disappointed when people insult us.
As an example, our country Malaysia was ruled by the British.  The British gave us free education, medical service and many more. They did not interfere with our religion. We enjoyed using these services but we still called them imperialists. Were they imperialists? If they were imperialists they would kill our leader and made us their slaves. They did not do that but we still hate them. The Japanese were really cruel. They simply killed people for trivial matters like keeping a radio. When they wanted to drink coconut drink they would force people to climb the coconut tree. 
When the person could not climb and fell they would stab the person with their bonets. Many people died by building the death railway for them. 
We love the Japanese but hate the British. From this example we can see that peoples reject the person doing good to them.
When disaster hit Acheh many Christians helped the victims there. The people from Acheh hate Christians. Even though many pastors were killed and many churches were burnt many Christian countries gave Acheh relief. They followed the teaching of Jesus that is to love our enemies. So it is better for us not to follow an unbeliever that hate the  people who do good
 

5:13 Salt and Light
 "You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for anything, except to be thrown out and trampled by men”
 The meaning of this verse is that we are like salt and God’s words make us salty. The reason God use salt is that to get sweet taste we can get it from sugar, honey or other things but to get salty we can only get it from salt.
We just need a little salt to change the taste of the gravy. Like the word of God, it’s just a little but can change the whole world.
Before Jesus there was no technology. People tried to build The Tower of Babel but the tower was destroyed by God but after Jesus we can see how the world changes.
God’s word can make a person to have a pure heart. If God’s words cannot change the person then who else can correct him.
 5 : 14 "You are the light of the world. A city on a hill cannot be hidden. 15Neither do people light a lamp and put it under a bowl. Instead they put it on its stand, and it gives light to everyone in the house. 16In the same way, let your light shine before men, that they may see your good deeds and praise your Father in heaven”
The meaning of this verse is that if we live following God’s words, God will make us like the city on a hill that cannot be hidden. Everyone can see the city from below. God will use us to bless people around us.
We will also be like lamps which are bright. God will never hide us but will bring us to high places to bless others. It is the same when we have pure hearts by obeying God’s word. God will raise our position like He did to the westerners.
 Section 2
 Commands and Rules (Mat 5 : 21 – 48)
 Commands and rules are seen in these words "You have heard that it was said to the people long ago”. Here, there are 6 commands.
 Command 1 (Mat 5:21-26)  Control anger and hatred
 5:21"You have heard that it was said to the people long ago, 'Do not murder,[a] and anyone who murders will be subject to judgment.' 22But I tell you that anyone who is angry with his brother[b]will be subject to judgment. Again, anyone who says to his brother, 'Raca,[c]' is answerable to the Sanhedrin. But anyone who says, 'You fool!' will be in danger of the fire of hell”
From this verse, LORD Jesus commands us to control ourselves. We can’t get angry because it was stated in verse 5:21 “You have heard that it was said to the people long ago, do not murder”.The reason He says do not murder and bother others is because when we are angry the judgment is same as we murder.
The reasons Jesus does not want us to hurt others are as follows.
1.       When we are angry we will hurt the person that we are angry with.
2.       If there are unbelievers around we will not be able to bless them.
3.       If we are always angry and we go to heaven, heaven will be an unsafe place because the hot tempered person will cause chaos inside in heaven. A person with anger will never qualify to enter heaven. Heaven is a peaceful place and Jesus is the Prince of Peace.
 23 "Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother has something against you”

 24 “Leave your gift there in front of the altar. First go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and offer your gift” 
25 "Settle matters quickly with your adversary who is taking you to court. Do it while you are still with him on the way, or he may hand you over to the judge, and the judge may hand you over to the officer, and you may be thrown into prison”

26 “I tell you the truth, you will not get out until you have paid the last penny”
From this verse LORD JESUS teaches us not to keep vengeance in our heart but to reconcile and forgive because:-
1.      Harboring hatred will never give peace in our life.
2.      Harboring hatred will bring problems to others
3.      If people who harbor hatred go to heaven, they will fight and heaven will have no peace.
 Command 2 (Mat.5:27-30)  Control lust  

27 "You have heard that it was said, 'Do not commit adultery.'[e] 28But I tell you that anyone who looks at a woman lustfully has already committed adultery with her in his heart. 29If your right eye causes you to sin, gouge it out and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown into hell. 30And if your right hand causes you to sin, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to go into hell”
In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us to control our lust because a person who cannot control his or her lust will disturb others privacy.
1.       The lustful person will disturb the person he or she lust.
2.       If the person he or she lusts does not believe in God that person will be in trouble
3.       If a lustful person enters heaven, heaven will have no peace.
The person who cannot control his or her lust will not qualify to enter heaven.
 Command 3 (Mat 5:31-32) Do not divorce 
 31"It has been said, 'Anyone who divorces his wife must give her a certificate of divorce.'[f] 32But I tell you that anyone who divorces his wife, except for marital unfaithfulness, causes her to become an adulteress, and anyone who marries the divorced woman commits adultery”
In this verse, LORD JESUS prevents us from divorcing except marring a divorce person because marring a person who is divorced is committing adultery. That divorced person is supposed to return to the first husband or wife. 
Please check in this verses.
Mark 10 : 1-12  
Mark 10
1And he arose from thence, and cometh into the coasts of Judaea by the farther side of Jordan: and the people resort unto him again; and, as he was wont, he taught them again. 
 2And the Pharisees came to him, and asked him, Is it lawful for a man to put away his wife? tempting him. 
3And he answered and said unto them, What did Moses command you? 
4And they said, Moses suffered to write a bill of divorcement, and to put her away. 
5And Jesus answered and said unto them, For the hardness of your heart he wrote you this precept. 
 6But from the beginning of the creation God made them male and female. 
7For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and cleave to his wife; 
8And they twain shall be one flesh: so then they are no more twain, but one flesh. 
 9What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder. 
10And in the house his disciples asked him again of the same matter. 
 11And he saith unto them, Whosoever shall put away his wife, and marry another, committeth adultery against her. 
12And if a woman shall put away her husband, and be married to another, she committeth adultery. 
 Marriage is a lifetime agreement. They are not separated but are united by God which cannot be separated by anyone.
A peaceful life is staying together and never divorce when we are still living. Divorce cause problems and the trouble makers will never qualify to enter heaven.
 Command 4  (Mat 5:33-37)  Oaths 
33"Again, you have heard that it was said to the people long ago, 'Do not break your oath, but keep the oaths you have made to the Lord.' 34But I tell you, Do not swear at all: either by heaven, for it is God's throne; 35or by the earth, for it is his footstool; or by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the Great King. 36And do not swear by your head, for you cannot make even one hair white or black. 37Simply let your 'Yes' be 'Yes,' and your 'No,' 'No'; anything beyond this comes from the evil one.
In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us not to break our oath and not to swear in the name of God. It is not right to do that. We cannot do that because if we swear in the name of God people will insult GOD because of us. 
Command 5  An Eye For An Eye

38"You have heard that it was said, 'Eye for eye, and tooth for tooth.'[g] 39But I tell you, Do not resist an evil person. If someone strikes you on the right cheek, turn to him the other also. 40And if someone wants to sue you and take your tunic, let him have your cloak as well. 41If someone forces you to go one mile, go with him two miles. 42Give to the one who asks you, and do not turn away from the one who wants to borrow from you”.
In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us, not to repay evil with evil. It is quite difficult to accept that if someone strikes us on the right cheek we give him the other cheek. What will happen if we strike back and that person kill us? After we die our family members will take revenge for us and kill him. This will result in war. If we do not strike back this problem would stop there. If we die without striking back we will go to heaven.

40 “And if someone wants to sue you and take your tunic, let him have your cloak as well”
There is no need for us to ask in return from what people have taken from us because we believe that GOD can return to us things which are much better.

41 “If someone forces you to go one mile, go with him two miles”
Its means if someone asks us to do something we just do it or do even more because our energy will never be wasted. There is no need for us to be stubborn because: -

1.      When we work hard people will like us

2.      That thing can be done better

3.      Our resources will be increased
Command 6  Love for Enemies

 43 "You have heard that it was said, 'Love your neighbor[h] and hate your enemy.' 44But I tell you: Love your enemies[i] and pray for those who persecute you, 45that you may be sons of your Father in heaven. He causes his sun to rise on the evil and the good, and sends rain on the righteous and the unrighteous. 46If you love those who love you, what reward will you get? Are not even the tax collectors doing that? 47And if you greet only your brothers, what are you doing more than others? Do not even pagans do that? 48Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect”
 In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us about perfect love. We cannot find other teaching that teaches us to love the enemy. We can see here that JESUS is really the King of peace. Till he was nailed on the cross he still prayed and blessed the peoples that killed him.
This teaching makes Christians different from others. This is the reason why Christians still help people that hate them. As an example when Acheh a Muslim state which hates Christians was struck by Tsunami Christian countries help and give aids to them. 
When British ruled this country they built hospitals and schools for everybody. They gave free irrespective of their religion or race.
SECTION 3
Character (Mat 6 – Mat 7)
There are 9 commands here that are supposed to be obeyed.
Command 1(Mat 6:1-4) Giving to the Needy 
1"Be careful not to do your 'acts of righteousness' before men, to be seen by them. If you do, you will have no reward from your Father in heaven”
2"So when you give to the needy, do not announce it with trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and on the streets, to be honored by men. I tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full”
3“But when you give to the needy, do not let your left hand know what your right hand is doing” 
4”so that your giving may be in secret. Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you” 
In this verse LORD Jesus teaches us not to be proud when we give to the needy. God detests the proud. When we announce our deeds
1 pride will come to our heart and we will hope peoples will respect us.
2 people around us are not sincere. 

3 God will never reward us. 

Especially when give tithe it is not necessary for us to write our name for God to know.
Command 2 (Mat 6:5-14) Prayer  

 5"And when you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, for they love to pray standing in the synagogues and on the street corners to be seen by men. I tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full. 6But when you pray, go into your room, close the door and pray to your Father, who is unseen. Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you. 7And when you pray, do not keep on babbling like pagans, for they think they will be heard because of their many words. 8Do not be like them, for your Father knows what you need before you ask him”
 9"This, then, is how you should pray: 
   " 'Our Father in heaven, 
   hallowed be your name, 
 10 your kingdom come, 
   your will be done 
      on earth as it is in heaven. 
 11 Give us today our daily bread. 
 12 Forgive us our debts, 
      as we also have forgiven our debtors. 
 13 And lead us not into temptation, 
   but deliver us from the evil one.
14For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. 
15But if you do not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins”
In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us not to be proud of our prayers. Prayers are not for people to hear but for God. JESUS wanted us to be humble. It would better if our prayers are simple. If we pray with faith God will answer. If our prayers are too long and without faith, GOD will not answer. We cannot force others to pray or condemn them who do not pray with us. JESUS does not want us to give problems to others.
 Command 3 (Mat 6:16-18) Fasting 
 16"When you fast, do not look somber as the hypocrites do, for they disfigure their faces to show men they are fasting. I tell you the truth, they have received their reward in full. 17But when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face, 18so that it will not be obvious to men that you are fasting, but only to your Father, who is unseen; and your Father, who sees what is done in secret, will reward you”
These verses show that LORD JESUS does not like us to be proud because of fasting. Fasting is between God and us. It is not for people to see. So there is no need to show or tell people about our fasting. Another thing is that we cannot force people to fasting. If someone wants to fast, let him or her do so without force.
The verse below shows that Jesus does not force people to fast. 

Mat 12:1-8
 1At that time Jesus went on the sabbath day through the corn; and his disciples were hungry, and began to pluck the ears of corn and to eat. 
 2But when the Pharisees saw it, they said unto him, Behold, thy disciples do that which is not lawful to do upon the sabbath day. 
3But he said unto them, Have ye not read what David did, when he was hungry, and they that were with him; 
4How he entered into the house of God, and did eat the shewbread, which was not lawful for him to eat, neither for them which were with him, but only for the priests? 
5Or have ye not read in the law, how that on the sabbath days the priests in the temple profane the sabbath, and are blameless? 
 6But I say unto you, That in this place is one greater than the temple. 
7But if ye had known what this meaneth, I will have mercy, and not sacrifice, ye would not have condemned the guiltless. 
8For the Son of man is Lord even of the sabbath day. 
These verses show that LORD JESUS does not force anyone to fast. LORD JESUS was not angry or scolded His disciples when the Pharisees reported to HIM that His disciples did not fast on the fasting month. LORD JESUS supported His disciples and not the Pharisees.
 Command 4 Treasures in Heaven 
19"Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy, and where thieves break in and steal. 20 But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where moth and rust do not destroy, and where thieves do not break in and steal. 21For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also”
22"The eye is the lamp of the body. If your eyes are good, your whole body will be full of light. 23But if your eyes are bad, your whole body will be full of darkness. If then the light within you is darkness, how great is that darkness! 
 24"No one can serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and Money”
From these verses LORD JESUS teaches us not to be busy chasing after wealth on earth. If we are chasing wealth on earth we will do sin like

1 being selfish
   2 abusing others

3 breaking the laws
The wealth on earth can disappear. What we need to do is invest in heaven by obeying GOD’s words. It does not mean that we cannot enjoy our wealth in heaven when we go to heaven. Kingdom of heaven is not like the kingdom of the dead. In Kingdom of heaven we can enjoy what we are enjoying on this earth. When we pass away our wealth will be added.

As an example we can see in this world that Christians who obey God’s word are the richest and they also enjoy themselves. That is why in our Lord’s prayer it is written in Matthew 6:10.

“Your kingdom come, your will be done on earth as it is in heaven”
1. KFC gave 90% from their income as tithe and donated to the poor. They had been blessed and rich.
2. British gave independence to our country and leave all their properties like trains, hydroelectric plants etc, and she did not get poor.
3. Christian countries that help Acheh, a Muslim state in Indonesia that hate Christian, do not become poor but become rich and are blessed.
From here we must understand that it is not a waste to obeying the GOD’s words.
Command 5 Do Not Worry 
6:25"Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or drink; or about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more important than food, and the body more important than clothes? 26Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not much more valuable than they? 27Who of you by worrying can add a single hour to his life[b]?  28"And why do you worry about clothes? See how the lilies of the field grow. They do not labor or spin. 29Yet I tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these. 30If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? 31So do not worry, saying, 'What shall we eat?' or 'What shall we drink?' or 'What shall we wear?' 32For the pagans run after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 33But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. 34Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.
From these verses LORD JESUS teaches us not to worry. Worrying will cause us to sin because
1      People who worry can start to bribe and cheat.
2    People who worry will put their hope on others and not GOD.
3    People who worry will not have pure hearts.
4   Peoples who worry will be selfish and hurt others.
Sometimes there are people who say that it is not the same between human and bird for example if birds steal rice birds will not be put in jail.
It is the same for handicap people. They eat from the garbage bins but do not get stomachache. They walk far but do not get tired. Rain fall on them but they do not get sick. It is because GOD protect them like birds. 
If we sin, GOD allow us to get sick and land us in trouble. We put our hope and faith no God.
 Command 6 Judging Others 
 Mat 6:1"Do not judge, or you too will be judged. 2For in the same way you judge others, you will be judged, and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you” 
 3"Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother's eye and pay no attention to the plank in your own eye? 4How can you say to your brother, 'Let me take the speck out of your eye,' when all the time there is a plank in your own eye? 5You hypocrite, first take the plank out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck from your brother's eye” 
This verse teaches us not to have a judgmental attitude because to judge is GOD prerogative. Judging is sin. If we have a judgmental attitude we become proud and feel that we are always right.
We must know that GOD is against the proud.
Once upon a time Lucifer was a worshiping angel but when he became proud GOD threw him to earth and now he is satan.
Like the tribes of Israel, God love them but when they became arrogance GOD scattered them. Now Jerusalem has turn into one of the chaotic city on earth.
Command 7
 6"Do not give dogs what is sacred; do not throw your pearls to pigs. If you do, they may trample them under their feet, and then turn and tear you to pieces”
This verse teaches us that when we bring good news, we must not be like begging. GOD’s word is precious because it is about our salvation and future. People who do not want to accept the word of GOD are like pigs. Pigs know eating shit. Pigs will never be happy if we give them only money. 
It is the same like people who refuse the GOD’s word. There is no need to frequently tell them. People who refuse the word of GOD cannot accept the truth. We might as well go and find others who appreciate the word of GOD.
 Command 8 Ask, Seek, Knock 
 7"Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be opened to you. 8For everyone who asks receives; he who seeks finds; and to him who knocks, the door will be opened” 
9"Which of you, if his son asks for bread, will give him a stone? 10Or if he asks for a fish, will give him a snake? 11If you, then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give good gifts to those who ask him! 12So in everything, do to others what you would have them do to you, for this sums up the Law and the Prophets”
In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us how to pray and put our hope on GOD and not on man because GOD is the living GOD. HE knows our needs. Do not be disappointed when He does not answer our prayers because a good father will never give a big sum of money to their kids who are not mature. 
Some of Jesus prayers were not answered by GOD the Father (Mat. 26:39-42) when he told GOD that he did not want to go to the cross.
There are 3 reasons why our prayers are not answered.
1.      May be it is not GOD’s will.
2.      May be we have sin and we are to repent in order to have pure hearts to qualify for going to heaven.

3.      May be it is not the right time. 
 Command 9 The Narrow and Wide Gates 
 13"Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to destruction, and many enter through it. 14But small is the gate and narrow the road that leads to life, and only a few find it” 
In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us to make wise choices. Majority choice does not necessary the right choice. 
When JESUS was prosecuted there were 2 persons to be chosen for freedom. One was Jesus that taught the truth and the other was Barabas a criminal. The majority prefer to choose Barabas, the criminal than Jesus who save many.
From here we can see the choices of the majority are not necessary right. We must be firm that the truth is always the truth. It is the same with the Gospel which is the truth even though the majority does not believe it. 
A Tree and Its Fruit 
 15"Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ferocious wolves. 16By their fruit you will recognize them. Do people pick grapes from thorn bushes, or figs from thistles? 17Likewise every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad tree bears bad fruit. 18A good tree cannot bear bad fruit, and a bad tree cannot bear good fruit. 19Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire. 20Thus, by their fruit you will recognize them”
In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us not to believe in anyone’s teaching easily. The truth is not necessary taught by pastors, intellectuals, etc, etc. The truth is revealed through people of righteous character. From what they have done and in their life they have done according with the JESUS teaches then we can trust them. By their fruits we can know about their stand.
If they disobey LORD JESUS commandment especially the teaching from Sermon on the mount then they are false prophets. Do not trust them or be their followers.

In this verse LORD JESUS told us that not all Christians will enter heaven even though they call HIM LORD. It is wrong to assume all Christians can go to heaven. If all Christian can go to heaven that means heaven is not a peaceful place. Heaven is the peaceful place and people who are perfect in following God’s words can go there. 
What is important is that we have to obey all JESUS commandments and enjoy the perfect life on earth and also in heaven.
The Wise and Foolish Builders 
 24"Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. 25The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. 26But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put them into practice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand. 27The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great crash."
 In this verse LORD JESUS teaches us to obey all the teaching of Sermon on the mount. By Understanding and obeying the teaching we will have a strong foundation in our lives. Our faith will never be moved because we know truth.

 
Joshua’s Testimony
My name is Joshua and I was Muslim. One day while I was inside my car, I started to ponder about who invented this car? The answer is Sir Henry Ford and he is Christian. Who invented electric bulb? The answer is Sir Thomas Edison and he is also Christian. Who invented the airplane? The answer is Oliver and Wilbur Wright and they are Christians. If we look around we can see all the technologies come from the Christians. How come these technologies do not come from Muslim, Hindu or Buddhist? The clothes we are wearing and its design come from the Christians.
I went to the book shop and bought the book with the title “The History of Jesus Christ”. After I read the book I found that Jesus did not do anything wrong. Until he was nailed on the cross he still forgave the people who tortured him to death. From then on I started to tell myself, I did not care whether Jesus was God or not but the important thing for me to do was to follow him. I must obey his teaching.
After 3 years I went to a church where I found my wife. We were about to marry in the church. As we planned to our marriage many of the pastors were afraid to bless us because our country is Muslim country. They advised us to marry at the mosque but I rejected the idea because I did not want to deny Jesus. A miracle happened. The pastor of the church who had leukemia for 8 years was healed after I prayed for him. He could jump and dance.

I asked him to bless our marriage in his church and he agreed. We were married in his church. After that we went to register our marriage at the registration department. We encountered problems because I was a Muslim. I told my friend who was a lawyer about my problem. He advised me to leave my country and go to New Zealand. He said New Zealand is a Christian country and I can stay there safely. Without a job, the New Zealand government can support us.
I sold all my properties. The properties which I inherited from my parent who just past away, I decided to give away to my brothers. We left my country and went to Singapore to buy airplane tickets for New Zealand but failed. My wife is an Indonesian and she must get her visa first. I was stuck in Indonesia for 3 years.
I was in Kalimantan for one year and in Sumatera for 2 years. In Kalimantan our ministry was 5 hours walk up the mountain. The peoples there had no money. Some of them practiced witchcraft and some of them ate human flesh. Lord Jesus was with us and we stayed there with God protection.  After one year in Kalimantan my money was used up. I prayed, “Lord I have no money and I won’t ask anyone. It is all alright for me to die young but I’m happy”. The next day when I woke up I got a letter from England with 80 pound sterling in it. My friend Richard from England sent it. This was really a miracle.
I was arrested by the Indonesian authorities because my passport had expired. I should be charged and jailed for 5 years or fined RP25 million. A Muslim policeman helped to come back to Malaysia. In Malaysia I had only RM100.00. To make Malaysian passport I needed RM300.00. When I went to the bank to change my ATM card, the bank officer asked me how much I had in my account. I said I had only RM10.00 but the bank officer said I had RM4000.00. That was a miracle. I made my passport and went back to Indonesia.
